The Lecturing Knight should be the conveyor of the 
good that is accomplished by the lodge and its mem-
bers – As the Knight entrusted with the reputation of 
our members in and out of the lodge – The Lecturing 
Knight should be diligent in maintaining the dignity 
and honor of all and be the main advocate of the 
community service we as an order are known for.

PAGE #2 – ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP  

SECTION 2. SECOND PARAGRAPH – CHANGED BY RESO-

LUTION 2011 -06 

NO PERSON SHALL BE ACCEPTED AS A MEMBER OF THIS 

ORDER WHO IS OR INDIRECTLY A MEMBER OF OR IN ANY 

WAY CONNECTED WITH THE COMMUNIST PARTY, OR WHO 

BELIEVES IN THE OVERTHROW OF OUR GOVERNMENT BY 

FORCE. 

TO 

NO PERSON SHALL BE ACCEPTED AS A MEMBER OF THIS 

ORDER WHO IS DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY PARTICIPATING 

IN THE ACTIVITIES OF ANY GROUP OR ORGINAZITION, OR 

SUPPORTING OF OR ADHERING TO BELIEFS OR TENANTS 

ADVOCATION THE OVERTHROW OF THE GOVERNMENT OF 

THE UNITED STATES OR ANY OF ITS SUBDIVISIONS BY 

FORCE OR VIOLENCE. 

SECTION 3.  CHANGED BY RESOLUTION 2011 – O5 

NO MEMBER SHALL IMPROPERLY SOLICIT OR SEEK TO 

PERSUADE ANY PERSON TO BECOME A MEMBER, NOR ANY 

LODGE PUBLICILY OFFER OR GIVE, DIRECTLY OR INDI-

ANY MEMBER OR MEMBERS, FOR SECURING APPLICA-

TIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP.
